P l a z a d e  C u b a , 1 0  – S e v i l l a

We are in the Old Convent of Los Remedios, on the banks of the 
Guadalquivir, in the then suburb of Triana and in front of the San 
Telmo Palace, former School of Navegantes.
The building was built on an old hermitage in which the Virgen de 
los Remedios was venerated. Alonso de Morgado in his History of 
Seville of the year 1574, speaks of the foundation of this 
hermitage in 1540. Accessing from the Plaza de Cuba, we find the 
main patio. A space dominated by the great portico of access to 
the building and dotted with orange trees and vines.
The paved floor, the walls of white lime, the arcades and the 
prominent trellis, give the patio a singular
beauty, making it the star of receptions, snacks and in some cases, 
the thickness of the event itself.
A distribution with tables of support, live music, catering, etc., 
make it a space of sumo
attractive. Crossing the patio, we access the interior
of the covered building, finding us the first room, the Yellow 
Room.
